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Abraham Had A Very Simplistic Approach
To Faith But With DYNAMIC Results…

The faith I am going to talk about today is…

 A faith that can be demonstrated. 
 A faith that can be seen. 
 A faith that other people can see. 
 A faith that is tangible and visible.

I guess the main thing I want to get across today is that not only is faith something that 
can be seen… Faith is not difficult… Don’t complicate the simplicity of faith…

All You Need Is A Very, Very Simplistic Approach…

And this is what we will see of Abraham as we read on today. We will discover Abraham 
had a very simplistic approach to faith but with dynamic results. We will see just how 
powerful this simplistic approach can be.

I was talking to a guy the other day for a number of hours on the phone and he was just 
so complicated. People have complicated the word of God. Instead of taking it on face 
value, instead of taking it for what it says, they delve in and see the different meanings 
for this word and another word and they get lost. They get confused. They lose the 
simplicity of their walk in Christ.

We will see today that everything is so simple, if we keep it in its context. If we keep it in 
its simplicity it is powerful. We don’t have to complicate the word of God.

James 2: 14-16

What [doth it] profit, my brethren, though a man say he hath faith, and have not works? 
can faith save him? If a brother or sister be naked, and destitute of daily food, And one of 
you say unto them, Depart in peace, be [ye] warmed and filled; notwithstanding ye give 
them not those things which are needful to the body; what [doth it] profit?

I guess we can all talk faith…

We can all talk up a storm. But talk is cheap. Faith is something that can be seen. What 
good is it for this person if they are struggling, if they can’t get food on the table? I have 
faith that the Lord will put those people in good stead. He will eventually set them up on 
their feet. He’ll provide for them. However it doesn’t do them any good for now unless I 
give them a loaf of bread or something. They are going to go away hungry. Words are 
cheap – we need to supply the things that are needful for the short term. Supply the food 
for these people so that they stop being hungry instead of saying go away, you’ll be right.
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If We Have Faith It Will Be Demonstrated
By The Way We Live…

James 2:17

Even so faith, if it hath not works, is dead, being alone. 

There seems to be a bit of a conflict sometimes in the scriptures. Paul earlier on said that 
we are saved by faith and not by works. Sometimes you read James and you think he is in 
conflict with Paul but the two go hand in hand. 

We can go out and do all of the good works we like, we can not earn our salvation. We 
are saved by faith. But if we have faith it will be demonstrated by the way we live. If we 
have faith it will be seen. 

Faith without works is dead...

James 2:18

Yea, a man may say, Thou hast faith, and I have works: shew me thy faith without thy 
works, and I will shew thee my faith by my works. 

I’ll show you my faith by my works, by my life style. Each and every Christian 
demonstrates faith on a daily basis. When we get down and pray in the Holy Spirit we are 
demonstrating faith. Faith is trusting in God. Nothing more!

Just a simple trust in God. When I first come to the Lord I sometimes thought that faith 
was this thing you had to conjure up like some sort of mind over matter stuff.

That’s not what faith is. Faith is just simply trusting in God. If He says something we say 
- Yes Lord! And we demonstrate faith in the little every day things that we do. 

Being regular at church attendance. Attending church regularly is demonstrating faith. 
People can see that. That’s our life style. Praying, reading the word. All of these little 
things are demonstrating faith in our life. 
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It Takes More Then Lip Service –
Words Are Not Enough!

James 2:19

Thou believest that there is one God; thou doest well: the devils also believe, and 
tremble. 

You see belief on it’s own is not enough. The devils believe but it doesn’t do 
them any good…

James 14:20-24

But wilt thou know, O vain man, that faith without works is dead?

Was not Abraham our father justified by works, when he had offered Isaac his son upon 
the altar? Seest thou how faith wrought with his works, and by works was faith made 
perfect?

And the scripture was fulfilled which saith, Abraham believed God, and it was imputed 
unto him for righteousness: and he was called the Friend of God. Ye see then how that by 
works a man is justified, and not by faith only. 

Not by faith alone. Not by just believing on something and then not acting upon it. We 
need to act upon our faith. Put faith into practice. Therefore practice what we preach.

We need to be doers of the word. That is the works of faith…

James 14:25

Likewise also was not Rahab the harlot justified by works, when she had received the 
messengers, and had sent [them] out another way? 

You know she could have said I believe you, I believe you’re going to win and then not 
lifted a finger to help. No – once again faith is more then words. She demonstrated her 
faith by helping them out.
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For As The Body Without The Spirit Is Dead, 
So Faith Without Works Is Dead Also…

James 14:26

For as the body without the spirit is dead, so faith without works is dead also. 

Before I came to the Lord a few guys sat me down and one of them was wiser then the 
others. Anyway I’m sitting there and two of these fellows are pointing their fingers at me 
saying “Your dead – You just haven’t laid down yet” … 

I’d go to open my mouth and they would say it again “Your dead – You just haven’t laid 
down yet”…

They knew the scripture here. The body without the Spirit is dead. They weren’t very 
subtle about it. Whereas the wiser fellow eventually calmed them down and opened the 
scriptures and answered my questions.

Nonetheless the point the other fellows were making was correct. The body is dead.
We become alive. Enlivened – when we receive the Holy Spirit.

Faith without works is dead. Same scenario.

So let’s take a look at Abraham…

The more I read about Abraham the more I admire him. And certainly a great example if 
we want to learn how to please God is to look up how the Friends of God did things.
And Abraham was called the Friend of God.

We are going to just read a few short examples from Abraham’s life and see how he 
demonstrated faith. How simple it was – as far as knowledge is concerned yet perhaps 
how hard it was as far as obedience is concerned.

Remember faith is just simply trusting the Lord. So let’s see how Abraham did it…
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Abraham Demonstrated Faith By DOING
 What God Asked Him…

Genesis 12:1-3

Now the LORD had said unto Abram, Get thee out of thy country, and from thy kindred, 
and from thy father's house, unto a land that I will shew thee: And I will make of thee a 
great nation, and I will bless thee, and make thy name great; and thou shalt be a blessing: 
And I will bless them that bless thee, and curse him that curseth thee: and in thee shall all 
families of the earth be blessed. 

So God’s come along and said to Abraham, Get out of your country, leave everything 
you know and go to a country you’ve never seen before and I’ll do all of these other 
things for you.

Genesis 12:4

So Abram departed, as the LORD had spoken unto him; and Lot went with him: and 
Abram [was] seventy and five years old when he departed out of Haran. 

Abraham demonstrated faith in just one action here. 

So Abram departed…

He didn’t get down and think it all out. Oh well the Lord wants me to leave my country 
and go to place that I’ve never been before, never seen before. He didn’t sit down and 
work out all of the pro’s and con’s.

His response was - Yes Lord!

Away he went. That’s faith. The lord said go and do something and he just went and 
done it. Nothing complicated. Nothing deep or meaningful about it. 

Simple faith.

He obeyed the Lord. As simple as that. He demonstrated his faith. It was seen. It 
was visible. 

He didn’t sit back and say – Yes, I have faith that the Lord can do this in my life. No – he 
got up and he went. He demonstrated his faith. There was action with his faith. It was 
visible.

Nothing complicated. Perhaps it was difficult. Leaving people he’d known, a place he 
was familiar with. Leaving his comfort zone and going into the unknown. Perhaps it was 
difficult in this way but there was nothing difficult about the understanding of it.
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Simply Obey The Lord…

You know our actions show what we believe. Abram’s actions here showed what he 
believed. He believed God. God said something, he believed it and he did it.

That’s the whole secret here. Faith is being a doer of the word – he got up and he 
went…

Let’s now have a look at Genesis 14.

There had been a bit of trouble and Lot had been captured and Abram was going to 
deliver him from his enemies. 

Genesis 14:14

And when Abram heard that his brother was taken captive, he armed his trained 
[servants], born in his own house, three hundred and eighteen, and pursued [them] unto 
Dan. And he divided himself against them, he and his servants, by night, and smote them, 
and pursued them unto Hobah, which [is] on the left hand of Damascus. \

And he brought back all the goods, and also brought again his brother Lot, and his goods, 
and the women also, and the people. And the king of Sodom went out to meet him after 
his return from the slaughter of Chedorlaomer, and of the kings that [were] with him, at 
the valley of Shaveh, which [is] the king's dale. 

And Melchizedek king of Salem brought forth bread and wine: and he [was] the priest of 
the most high God. And he blessed him, and said, Blessed [be] Abram of the most high 
God, possessor of heaven and earth: And blessed be the most high God, which hath 
delivered thine enemies into thy hand. And he gave him tithes of all.

Now this is very interesting. Abraham went out…  you know he was a mighty man. 
These kings had been around for a long time and Abraham trained his servants to fight 
and then went out and beat all of these kings and delivered Lot.

But let’s look at his reaction here when he came back…
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The Priest of the Most High God Melchizedek...

We don’t get much information about Melchizedek in the scriptures but we see the 
similarity with Jesus Christ.

He bought bread and wine! Our communion service – you can see the similarities there.

And Abraham demonstrated his faith again by putting his faith in action – gave tithes to 
Melchizedek. This is before the law. Before it was written in stone that you had to tithe.

There is no where else in scripture mentioning tithing before this time. Abraham in faith 
– tithed. Incredible! It doesn’t seem as though he was told to, there was no orders there 
for him to do it. Yet he tithed. 

This action by Abraham demonstrated that he never had confidence in material things. He 
was willing to leave his homeland. He was willing to leave perhaps a house and 
everything else he had. Material goods meant nothing to him.

We can draw an incredible comparison there to you and I and our walk in the Lord. You 
know the Lord has called us out as well. To leave the place where we were.

Come out and be separate and touch not the unclean thing the 
scriptures tell us... Come out and walk with God. We’ve done that, we’ve stepped out 
in faith and gone through the waters of baptism and filled with the Holy Spirit.

In the world but not of it. We’ve come out.

We see Abraham here with the bread and the wine with Melchizedek. How he went and 
he delivered Lot. Saved him from the world so to speak and brought him to a place where 
he could share the bread and wine.

It is the same situation now. We can go and rescue many Lot’s out there. Deliver them 
from the world and bring them into a place where we can share in the bread and the wine 
with the High Priest of The Most High God – Jesus Christ.

But wonderful faith demonstrated here by Abraham. Tithed before there was even a law 
about tithing. What an incredible man of faith..
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When Abram Was 99 Years Old…

Genesis 17:1

And when Abram was ninety years old and nine, the LORD appeared to Abram, and said 
unto him, I [am] the Almighty God; walk before me, and be thou perfect

He is 99 years old. This is incredible, I come across it in my family with my 
Grandparents and others – Oh, we’re too old to change. Here’s Abram at 99 years of age 
and he hasn’t been changed to Abraham yet.

It is never too late to change…

Genesis 17:2-5

And I will make my covenant between me and thee, and will multiply thee exceedingly. 
And Abram fell on his face: and God talked with him, saying, As for me, behold, my 
covenant [is] with thee, and thou shalt be a father of many nations. Neither shall thy name 
any more be called Abram, but thy name shall be Abraham; for a father of many nations 
have I made thee.

Once again consider the faith of Abraham. 99 years old and he has been told he is going 
to be the father of many nations. How great is his faith. 

Genesis 17:6-10

And I will make thee exceeding fruitful, and I will make nations of thee, and kings shall 
come out of thee. And I will establish my covenant between me and thee and thy seed 
after thee in their generations for an everlasting covenant, to be a God unto thee, and to 
thy seed after thee. And I will give unto thee, and to thy seed after thee, the land wherein 
thou art a stranger, all the land of Canaan, for an everlasting possession; and I will be 
their God. And God said unto Abraham, Thou shalt keep my covenant therefore, thou, 
and thy seed after thee in their generations. This [is] my covenant, which ye shall keep, 
between me and you and thy seed after thee; Every man child among you shall be 
circumcised. 

This is incredible. This guy is 99 years old and he has been told he is going to be the 
father of many nations. Not one nation, not two nations but many nations. And there was 
to be a covenant between him and God… 

Circumcision to seal the deal…
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The Signature On The Contract…

Genesis 17:23

And Abraham took Ishmael his son, and all that were born in his house, and all that were 
bought with his money, every male among the men of Abraham's house; and circumcised 
the flesh of their foreskin in the selfsame day, as God had said unto him. 

What did Abraham do?

 He did it! 

No messing about – he took everyone of his household and circumcised them the self-
same day. It wasn’t – Oh, hang on a minute. I’ll just go and study this a bit more. The 
self-same day. Yes God. You said it. It’s good enough for me, I’ll do it. 

99 years of age. In the preceding scriptures God is telling him that it is not through 
Ishmael that he will have these children. There was a child yet to come. 99 years old and 
told that a child was yet to come. 

He believed God and he demonstrated his faith with action by being circumcised the self-
same day. By not messing about. What faith! Yes Lord, by going into this contract, by 
being circumcised I am agreeing with you that I will be the father of many nations.

Even though in the flesh it seems impossible. Even though he was so old that it was 
impossible to have another child. He knew what he was entering into and by faith he 
entered into that contract. He demonstrated his faith.

What was his works?

 He believed God being circumcised the very same day.

As we continue on we read how the Lord had blessed Abraham and Sarah as he had said. 
He had performed a miracle. It was impossible for this child to have been born to people 
who were so old. But nonetheless it happened.

God gave them a child. Ishmael was born to Sarah’s handmaiden but God blessed Sarah 
with a child and they called him Isaac….
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The Son Of The Bond Woman Shall Not 
Be Heir With The Son Of Promise…

Genesis 21:5-11

And Abraham was an hundred years old, when his son Isaac was born unto him. And 
Sarah said, God hath made me to laugh, [so that] all that hear will laugh with me. And 
she said, Who would have said unto Abraham, that Sarah should have given children 
suck? for I have born [him] a son in his old age. And the child grew, and was weaned: 
and Abraham made a great feast the [same] day that Isaac was weaned. And Sarah saw 
the son of Hagar the Egyptian, which she had born unto Abraham, mocking. Wherefore 
she said unto Abraham, Cast out this bondwoman and her son: for the son of this 
bondwoman shall not be heir with my son, [even] with Isaac. And the thing was very 
grievous in Abraham's sight because of his son. 

Abraham was grieved because of his son. You could imagine this. It’s his son… but here 
is his wife, the mother of the miracle child telling him to cast out the other child.

No room for both of them and it was grievous. It was hurting Abraham, what a terrible 
thing to ask me to do. 

Genesis 21:12

And God said unto Abraham, Let it not be grievous in thy sight because of the lad, and 
because of thy bondwoman; in all that Sarah hath said unto thee, hearken unto her voice; 
for in Isaac shall thy seed be called. And also of the son of the bondwoman will I make a 
nation, because he [is] thy seed. And Abraham rose up early in the morning, and took 
bread, and a bottle of water, and gave [it] unto Hagar, putting [it] on her shoulder, and the 
child, and sent her away: and she departed, and wandered in the wilderness of Beersheba. 

Abraham’s faith. It was difficult. It was grievous. But God told him to send him away. 
His own son. Yes God! The very next morning, a bottle of water, a bit of tucker and a 
way you go. He demonstrated faith. 

Of course it has a greater comparison to you and I now. The son of the bondwoman shall 
not be heir with the son of promise.  Born again Christians are the children of promise 
and the bondage of the law can not go hand in hand with the promises of God. 

We have been delivered to a New Jerusalem, a Heavenly Jerusalem. Far and away fades 
the earthly Jerusalem. The earthly Jerusalem can not compare, yet they’re over there 
fighting over it, battling over this earthly Jerusalem. Wanting it so bad and thinking it’s 
so good yet it can not compare to where we are – in the Heavenly Jerusalem.
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Abraham Didn’t Get In The Lord’s Way By Trying 
To Work Things Out With His Own Thinking…

So Abraham’s faith once again can be seen. It’s visible. He believed the Lord. Now we 
might think that boy that’s an incredible thing that Abraham did sending away his son.

But the Lord had told him he would become a nation. He believed the Lord. I know the 
Lord will look after him because the Lord has said he will make of him a nation. 
Therefore the Lord will provide for him and look after him and fulfill his promise. He 
just wasn’t cast out and left unprotected, but Abraham stepped out in faith and knew that 
the Lord would look after Ishmael.

He didn’t get in the Lord’s way by trying to work things out with his own thinking. Oh 
if I send him out into the wilderness things are going to be a bit tough – he might die. I 
might try this and try that. No – Abraham acted in faith and sent him away. Trusting in 
the Lord and the Lord delivered.

And the Lord did protect Ishmael and did make of him a nation. 

 Abraham demonstrated simple faith.

 The simplicity of all is that he trusted God. He obeyed God. 

 We can’t say that we trust God if we don’t obey him.

 Because if we don’t obey him we don’t really trust him. 

Now for a fascinating part of scripture where Abraham goes to sacrifice 
Isaac... 

And when I first came to the Lord I really struggled with this scripture. I thought how 
could a father do this. How could he do it? But after reading the scriptures and 
understanding the faith of Abraham it becomes so clear how he could do it.
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We Can Really See Now Through These Scriptures 
How Much Abraham Believed God…

Genesis 22:1-2

And it came to pass after these things, that God did tempt Abraham, and said unto him, 
Abraham: and he said, Behold, [here] I [am]. And he said, Take now thy son, thine only 
[son] Isaac, whom thou lovest, and get thee into the land of Moriah; and offer him there 
for a burnt offering upon one of the mountains which I will tell thee of. 

Now it’s interesting here. Isaac was the promised one. He is the one that God had said 
would fulfill the promise of Abraham becoming a father of many nations. It was to his 
seed that all these blessings would come upon. It all hinged on Isaac.

A multiplicity of seed. A plurality of nations all relied upon this Isaac. 

We can really see now through these scriptures how much Abraham believed God. He 
believed that no matter what happened. He believed that even if he went and sacrificed 
Isaac that God would raise Isaac back up from the dead. 

He knew that God would not lie. So strong was his faith…

He believed that through Isaac God would do all these things. God had said he would do 
it. God had promised. So we see the faith of Abraham. He didn’t try to work out how it 
was all going to unfold. He just obeyed. 

He was a man of great faith.

Genesis 22:3

And Abraham rose up early in the morning, and saddled his ass, and took two of his 
young men with him, and Isaac his son, and clave the wood for the burnt offering, and 
rose up, and went unto the place of which God had told him. 

Once again we see Abraham act immediately. No tarrying around. Oh, I might wait a 
couple of months. I might do it when I study a bit more, or when I’m this or when I’m 
that. No- not Abraham. Straight away! 
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We See Isaac Having Great Faith In God Also…

Genesis 22:4-5

Then on the third day Abraham lifted up his eyes, and saw the place afar off. And 
Abraham said unto his young men, Abide ye here with the ass; and I and the lad will go 
yonder and worship, and come again to you. 

Think about his words here. He said he was going to come again with Isaac. He had no 
doubt in his mind that he was going to sacrifice him but he also had no doubt in his mind 
that he was going to come back with him.

Genesis 22:6-7

And Abraham took the wood of the burnt offering, and laid [it] upon Isaac his son; and he 
took the fire in his hand, and a knife; and they went both of them together. And Isaac 
spake unto Abraham his father, and said, My father: and he said, Here [am] I, my son. 
And he said, Behold the fire and the wood: but where [is] the lamb for a burnt offering? 

Put yourself in this situation. What would you say? Isaac is no little boy. He knows 
what’s going on. What’s happening dad? I see the wood, I see the knife, (gulp!) where’s 
the sacrifice.

It’s him! And quite often we see the great faith of Abraham but let’s not forget the great 
faith also of his son. I don’t know about you but in the natural it would be quite hard to 
have a decent relationship with your father after an event like this wouldn’t it?

But we see Isaac having great faith in God also.

Genesis 22:8

And Abraham said, My son, God will provide himself a lamb for a burnt offering: so they 
went both of them together

We see all along in this story that Abraham has absolutely no doubt that God was going 
to provide a sacrifice. He had no doubt in his mind that he was going to sacrifice Isaac 
however in Hebrews we read he also had a full expectation that God would raise him 
from the dead. 
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God Was Demonstrating To Abraham What He Was 
Going To Do With His Own Son Jesus Christ…

Genesis 22:9-12

And they came to the place which God had told him of; and Abraham built an altar there, 
and laid the wood in order, and bound Isaac his son, and laid him on the altar upon the 
wood. And Abraham stretched forth his hand, and took the knife to slay his son. And the 
angel of the LORD called unto him out of heaven, and said, Abraham, Abraham: and he 
said, Here [am] I And he said, Lay not thine hand upon the lad, neither do thou any thing 
unto him: for now I know that thou fearest God, seeing thou hast not withheld thy son, 
thine only [son] from me.

The point here is that Abraham had no doubt at all in the promises of God. Abrahams 
faith was so strong that he knew God would not lie. God promised that through Isaac 
would come a multitude of nations. So Abraham thought he would sacrifice Isaac and 
God would raise him from the dead to keep his promise.

Take on board just how great this man’s faith was…

 He never doubted God. 

 Whatever God said he did. 

 This is faith. 

 Not some great mind over matter stuff. Just trust in God.

 Just do it. 

 That’s faith.

You know the comparisons here with the sacrifice of Jesus Christ is just enormous.

Abraham’s only son we read. Yet he had another son to another woman. The lord’s the 
same. He had to sacrifice his only begotten son. Yet we read he also had another son 
called Israel. We read in the scriptures that Israel the nation was his firstborn.

Typifying Ishmael. But his only begotten son Jesus Christ was sacrificed for you and I.

The comparison of the story. 

We read how the Lord did supply a ram in the thickets, typifying Jesus Christ. The 
similarities are just incredible. This was a prophecy. Everything Abraham did was 
pointing to a time ahead. To something God was going to do. God was demonstrating to 
Abraham what he was going to do with his own son Jesus Christ.
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Get Off Your Back Side And Go And Do It…

But nonetheless we see great faith. Simple. It was just yes Lord. Abraham accomplished 
the hardest thing in this life. And that’s actually to get off our backsides and go and do it.
That’s what Abraham did here. He never sat back. He never said yes that’s good and sat 
back and relaxed. He actually got up and did it.

We also read in the scriptures how God said to Abraham count the stars and so will your 
seed be. And then the story tells us how Abraham then counted the stars. Ok Lord, I’ll 
count the stars. 

We also read how the Lord told him to walk through the land. The length of it and the 
breadth of it and so forth because this land is going to be yours. And then the next day he 
packs up his bags and his tents and away he goes. I’ll go for a trot through this land and 
have a look then, seeing as how it’s going to be mine.

He trusted the Lord everytime. Just this simplistic obeying the Lord. No striving about it. 

But he was a doer of the word in every sense…

He trusted the Lord in everything and he demonstrated that trust by showing his faith 
with the things that he did.

He would have been a great man to know. The promises of God declare to us that we will 
have eternal life. The great thing about this is that one day we will have the opportunity 
to meet Abraham and get to know him.

Marvel Not, My Brethren, If The World Hate You…

1 John 3:13

Marvel not, my brethren, if the world hate you.

Sometimes we do marvel don’t we? What’s their problem? Why do they hate us? We 
don’t like being hated do we. Yet preaching the truth brings about this response from 
people.

The reason for this is that every time they hear the gospel it reminds them of their sin. It 
reminds them that they are not right with God. It pricks the heart and they don’t like it.

I was in the same situation once when a fellow came around witnessing to me in the 
beginning. I used to live in a flat and parked at the kitchen table most of the time with the 
racing form guide, radio and cigarrettes in front of me and from this position I could see 
outside the kitchen window which overlooked the car park.

When someone came to visit you could here them coming as their car had to go over a set 
of grates before entering the car park.. I would here the noise of the grates and look up to 
see who was coming and about once a month it would be this guy.

Oh no. As he was coming up the steps I couldn’t hide. My car was out the back so he new 
I was home. He’d knock on the door and when I let him as quick as a flash he would have 
the Bible out and witnessing to me.

Then he’d go away and I’d be thinking about it that night and tossing and turning over it 
but then the guilt would go away until about a month later when this guy would show up 
again. And each time I hated seeing him. The words he was saying was really pricking 
my heart.

I knew I wasn’t right with God and every time I saw this fellow it was reminding me of 
that. I didn’t like to be reminded of that. I preferred to keep my head in the sand. So when 
it was pointed out to me I didn’t like it, it pricked my heart.

And this is why sometimes we get such angry reactions. People see us and it pricks their 
hearts, it reminds them that they are not right with God. However some appreciate it and 
just like Lot was delivered from the world by righteous Abraham so too can we assist in 
the deliverance of many  and bring them into the place  where they can have communion 
with Jesus Christ.
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Let Us Love In Deed And In Truth!

1 John 3:14

We know that we have passed from death unto life, because we love the brethren. He that 
loveth not [his] brother abideth in death. 

We know! This is exciting – we have passed from death unto life. Do we know it?

1 John 3:15-16

Whosoever hateth his brother is a murderer: and ye know that no murderer hath eternal 
life abiding in him. Hereby perceive we the love [of God], because he laid down his life 
for us: and we ought to lay down [our] lives for the brethren. 

Now laying our lifes down doesn’t mean we have to go and throw 
ourselves under a bus… It simply means to put ourselves second… 
It means put our brethren first…

1 John 3:17-18

But whoso hath this world's good, and seeth his brother have need, and shutteth up his 
bowels [of compassion] from him, how dwelleth the love of God in him? My little 
children, let us not love in word, neither in tongue; but in deed and in truth. 

Let us love in deed and in truth!

 This is the example that Abraham demonstrated throughout his entire life.
 He didn’t just go around with big talk.
 He didn’t just go about loving the Lord in tongue. 
 He practiced what he preached in deed and in truth.

So let’s take encouragement from Abraham and apply these things to ourselves and go 
and be doers of the word. Demonstrating, showing clearly our faith.

1 John 3:19-20

 And hereby we know that we are of the truth, and shall assure our hearts before him. For 
if our heart condemn us, God is greater than our heart, and knoweth all things. 

If we are feeling guilty. If in our hearts we believe we are doing the wrong thing. Goid is 
greater then our heart – he knows about it. We can’t hide anything from him.
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Be Full Of Faith Believing In The Name Of 
Jesus Christ Be Doers Of The Word…

1 John 3:21-24

Beloved, if our heart condemn us not, [then] have we confidence toward God. And 
whatsoever we ask, we receive of him, because we keep his commandments, and do 
those things that are pleasing in his sight. And this is his commandment, That we should 
believe on the name of his Son Jesus Christ, and love one another, as he gave us 
commandment. And he that keepeth his commandments dwelleth in him, and he in him. 
And hereby we know that he abideth in us, by the Spirit which he hath given us. 

How do we know these things? 

By the Holy Spirit which is in us. The simple instruction there is that we should simply 
believe in Jesus Christ. 

To be like Abraham.

If the Lord says jump then you jump. If he says it we go and do it.

In our normal lifes he gives us instructions in the scriptures. Forsake not the fellowship, 
pray, read the word, exhort one another. Yes Lord! Just go and do it. Don’t worry about 
all of the ins and outs and wherefores. 

But be full of faith believing in the name of Jesus Christ be doers of the word.
