God Is READY To Forgive | God is READY to Pardon

Psalm 86:5

For thou, Lord, art good, and ready to forgive; and 
plenteous in mercy unto all them that call upon thee.

Nehemiah 9:17

And refused to obey, neither were mindful of 
thy wonders that thou didst among them; but 
hardened their necks, and in their rebellion 
appointed a captain to return to their 
bondage: but thou art a God ready to 
pardon, gracious and merciful, slow to anger, 
and of great kindness, and forsookest them 
not.
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Before we can forgive we have to be READY to do so. We have to make a 
conscious CHOICE to LET GO of the hurt and pain caused by the offence.

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By sowing forgiveness in our lives this is our ultimate 
destination.

 To be READY to forgive.

 To have a WILLINGNESS to forgive. 

 To be PREPARED to forgive both MENTALLY and PHYSICALLY
 (You are preparing yourself now by reading this course)

 That YOU want TO DO SOMETHING. Therefore the INITIATOR. The 
FORGIVER. The one who TAKES ACTION

 To have a READINESS OF MIND to forgive. Therefore PREPARED 
MENTALLY.

 PREPARED for IMMEDIATE use. Immediately available!

Closely related meanings for ready = QUICK and INCLINED

Our aim is to be quick forgivers and that forgiveness becomes such a part of 
our lives that it becomes something we are always inclined to do. Therefore 
forgiveness becomes almost like a reflex action. 

The last example in the dictionary summarises everything…

Ready for immediate use. (Kept guns at the ready)

The weapons of our warfare are not 
carnal but mighty to the pulling down of 
strong holds. (2 Corinthians 10:4)
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So far us the last definition for us it should read:

Kept FORGIVENESS at the READY

Just like the example of keeping guns at the ready. We keep forgiveness at the 
ready. Immediately available to use as our FIRST WEAPON OF CHOICE!

Truly think about what this means. If something comes against you, no matter 
what it is… a problem… an offence… then quicky draw your guns of 
forgiveness and shoot it down. 

Yes… Immediately and as fast as you can! If you can attack quickly with 
forgiveness you will be one of the happiest people on the planet because 
NOTHING can trouble you ever again…

No matter how much something may hurt always be a person who gives in 
abundance (Plenty) of: goodness, kindness, loving kindness, favour and 
faithfulness.

So… Love with the love of the Lord!

Otherwise stated as:

Luke 6:31

And as ye would that men should do to you, do ye also to them likewise.

Romans 12:21

Be not overcome of evil, but OVERCOME EVIL WITH GOOD.
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God forgives ALL thine iniquities

Psalm 103:3-4

Who forgiveth all thine iniquities; who healeth all thy 
diseases; Who redeemeth thy life from destruction; 
who crowneth thee with lovingkindness and tender 
mercies;

This is the love of the Lord we are talking about. The Lord forgives all thine 
iniquities. Yes… ALL.  Iniquities simple means: sin, weaknesses, mistakes, guilt, 
etc.

Remember what forgive is?

 To send away
 To bid going away or depart
 To send forth
 Yield up
 To expire
 To let go
 Let alone
 Let be
 To disregard
 To leave
 Not to discuss   
 To omit
 Give up a debt
 Forgive
 To remit
 To give up,
 Keep no longer

There is nothing more powerful then having the ability TO LET GO of a hurt and 
to KEEP IT NO LONGER and DISCUSS IT NO MORE!

That’s what this entire course is all about. Helping you to SOW this power in your 
life so that you can TRULY be set free of the pain and hurt that unforgiveness 
IMPRISONS you with.
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God REDEEMS our life from DESTRUCTION

Psalm 103:3-4

Who forgiveth all thine iniquities; who healeth all thy 
diseases; Who redeemeth thy life from destruction; 
who crowneth thee with lovingkindness and tender 
mercies;

While redeem can have various meanings it chiefly means in this context to 
RANSOM or DELIVER.

He has DELIVERED our life from DESTRUCTION. 

Put it this way. If God does NOT forgive us we have a very DESTRUCTIVE life. 
In fact if God didn’t forgive us then all that is left is to DESTROY us.

We must for the sake of OTHERS and for OURSELVES be FORGIVERS.

Unforgiveness can lead to others and YOURSELF to leading very 
DESTRUCTIVE life’s.

Can we love with the love of the Lord?

As Jesus was about to die while hanging on the cross after being betrayed, 
punched, spat on, hairs from his beard plucked out, whipped, beaten, thorns 
savagely pierced through his head, mocked and MORE…

Luke 23:34
Then said Jesus, Father, forgive them; for they know not what they do.

Wrongdoing leads to trouble and destruction. People don’t really know what they 
are doing to themselves and the outcome of their recklessness. We in the Lord 
actually know better. Can we also be ready to forgive, for they know what they 
do?
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God CROWNS us with LOVINGKINDNESS and TENDER 
MERCIES

Psalm 103:3-4

Who forgiveth all thine iniquities; who healeth all thy 
diseases; Who redeemeth thy life from destruction;
who crowneth thee with lovingkindness and tender 
mercies;

Think about a crown for a moment… A King or a Queen may have a crown that 
looks magnificent with all sorts of precious jewels surrounding it. Well God has 
put a crown on us as well and the precious jewels our crown is made of are 
LOVING KINDNESS and TENDER MERCIES.

Can you feel that crown upon your head?

Can you imagine the hands of God placing that amazing crown upon your 
head?

How does it feel? It feels wonderful doesn’t it!

Can you now imagine your hands placing the same crown of loving 
kindness and tender mercies upon others?

Can you imagine making them feel that good?

Lo and behold that still makes you feel good as well doesn’t it?

This is the power of forgiveness. Loving kindness and mercy liberates 
EVERYONE. Jesus Christ gives YOU the POWER to FORGIVE others. Jesus 
Christ gives YOU the POWER to BE FREE of the slavery and bondage of 
unforgiveness.
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From God comes MERCIES and FORGIVENESS even 
though we Have REBELLED against him.

Daniel  9:9

To the Lord our God belong mercies and 
forgivenesses, though we have rebelled against him

This is the love of God. While we were yet sinners Christ died for us. While we 
were his enemies he died for us. While we were rebelling against God he was 
preparing a way for us to be restored into a right relationship with him.

When there has been a breach of friendship, of trust, or a betrayal and hurt of 
any kind it is unfixable. We can’t change what has happened, it cannot be 
undone.

The ONLY WAY a relationship can be restored or continue is if there is 
FORGIVENESS. Someone has to make the FIRST MOVE; it may as well be you.

With us who had rebelled against God HE made the first move. HE FORGAVE 
US FIRST… HE LOVED US FIRST… Because God values a relationship with 
us!

A relationship is MORE IMPORTANT then PRIDE, EGO, WHO IS or ISN’T 
RIGHT, PAIN, FEAR, EMBARRASSMENT, REVENGE, ANGER, 

JEALOUSY and EVERYTHING ELSE associated with UNFORGIVENESS.

You cannot undo the rebellion of the past. You cannot undo past mistakes. YOU 
CAN UNDO A BRIGHT FUTURE!

That’s right… By holding onto the pain and suffering you will destroy your future 
happiness. Mercy and forgiveness will give you the opportunity to go 
forward.

LEARNING TO LET GO WILL GIVE YOU A BETTER FUTURE!

If we allowed the mistakes of others to affect our relationships we will continually 
live a lonely miserable life. We all make mistakes, we get hurt and we all cause 
hurt. Don’t throw away the future happy times you can have because of 
unforgiveness.
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God is FAITHFUL and JUST to FORGIVE us

1 John 1:8-10

If we say that we have no sin, we deceive 
ourselves, and the truth is not in us.
If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just 
to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us 
from all unrighteousness. If we say that we 
have not sinned, we make him a liar, and his 
word is not in us.

The prelude to the above statement reads:

If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us.

If we confess our sins… He is faithful and just to forgive us…

We are all sinners and come short of the glory of God. Is the person we cannot 
forgive expected to be better then us? Have we put this person in an 
impossible position?

ALL have sinned! Guess what? Everyone makes mistakes… Are we better then 
they?

We rebelled against God. In so many ways almost on a daily basis we let God 
down. YET – He is faithful and just to forgive us. Shouldn’t we be the same to 
others?

After all… We are exactly like the person we cannot forgive. We need 
forgiveness too.
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God has NOT DEALT WITH US AFTER OUR SINS

Psalm 103:10-13
He hath not dealt with us after our sins; nor 
rewarded us according to our iniquities. For as 
the heaven is high above the earth, so great is 
his mercy toward them that fear him. As far as 
the east is from the west, so far hath he 
removed our transgressions from us. Like as a 
father pitieth his children, so the LORD pitieth 
them that fear him.  

God has not dealt with us after our sins. If he had… We would be dead! The 
wages of sin is death. Yet God has not dished out to us what we deserved.

Instead… He has shown loving kindness and FORGIVENESS!

We want to love with the love of the Lord do we not?

Then NEVER deal with others after their sins. 

DO NOT… RENDER EVIL FOR EVIL.

For YOUR benefit, health and well-being STAY NICE. 

Have your guns (forgiveness) at the ready!
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God has NOT REWARDED US ACCORDING TO OUR INIQUITIES

Psalm 103:10-13
He hath not dealt with us after our sins; nor 
rewarded us according to our iniquities. 
For as the heaven is high above the earth, so 
great is his mercy toward them that fear him. 
As far as the east is from the west, so far hath 
he removed our transgressions from us. Like 
as a father pitieth his children, so the LORD 
pitieth them that fear him.  

Same as above. However there is a good lesson for us in BREAKING THE 
CYCLE of unforgiveness.

Revenge and payback just continues to spread the hurt to everyone else around 
us. Unforgiveness takes a terrible toll on us personally however it also affects 
everyone who is close to us. DO NOT reward according to what someone else 
has done. ALWAYS overcome evil with good.
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God has REMOVED our transgressions from us AS FAR AS THE 
EAST IS FROM THE WEST

Psalm 103:10-13
He hath not dealt with us after our sins; nor rewarded 
us according to our iniquities. For as the heaven is 
high above the earth, so great is his mercy toward 
them that fear him. As far as the east is from the 
west, so far hath he removed our transgressions 
from us. Like as a father pitieth his children, so the 
LORD pitieth them that fear him.  

This has got to be one fo the most amazing statements in the Bible. He has 
REMOVED our transgressions. Remember some of the meanings of 
forgiveness?

To bid going away or depart.
To send away.

Not only has he removed our transgressions, he has removed them as far as the 
east is from the west. These are two points that are totally opposite each other 
and can never meet. This is TOTAL REMOVAL.

Forgiveness of sins is like a real seperation. SEND THEM AWAY!!
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God PARDONS our iniquities

Micah 7:18
Who is a God like unto thee, that pardoneth iniquity, and 
passeth by the transgression of the remnant of his heritage? he 
retaineth not his anger for ever, because he delighteth in 
mercy.

A pardon is the cancellation of a punishment or penalty. God PARDONS our 
iniquities. Or… God CANCELS our iniquities.

Someone who is GUILTY and serving time in prison who receives a pardon 
gains FREEDOM. 

God ABUNDANTLY Pardons

Isaiah 55:7

Let the wicked forsake his way, and the unrighteous man his thoughts: and let 
him return unto the LORD, and he will have mercy upon him; and to our God, 
for he will abundantly pardon.

Imagine the feeling of knowing you are guilty… Knowing you are unworthy… 
Knowing that you deserve to pay the terrible penalty of life in prison for your 
crime… and then the governor grants you a pardon. 

The relief… The happiness… The Freedom from prison… The reuniting with your 
family… Your families happiness… The debt of gratitude you would have for that 
governor.

Friends that governor is Jesus Christ and he is still granting pardons this very 
hour releasing people from the imprisonment of sin.

YOU TOO can PARDON others. However in your case not only will the guilty 
one feel the freedom and happiness plus gratitude towards you. You will be also 
releasing YOURSELF from the PRISON that unforgiveness binds you in.
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God PASSES BY our transgressions

Micah 7:18
Who is a God like unto thee, that pardoneth iniquity, and 
passeth by the transgression of the remnant of his 
heritage? he retaineth not his anger for ever, because he 
delighteth in mercy.

How many things do you simply pass by every day WITHOUT GIVING THEM 
EVEN ONE THOUGHT?

How about when travelling in a car? When you are on a trip there are lots of 
things you simply pass by. Some things may catch your attention such as a nice 
house, a big tree, a small town, etc. But as you pass by them you only see them 
for but a brief moment and as you keep driving they fade away into the distance 
behind you.

Our transgressions are just like that to God – He passes by them to get to his 
destination – which is US! 

Yes… he passes by our trangressions to get to us.

It is great that God passes by our transgressions and if we want to love with the 
love of the Lord then we need to be able to do the same. Let our relationships 
flourish with others by passing by their faults and weaknesses.

Philippians 3:13
Brethren, I count not myself to have apprehended: but this one thing I do,
FORGETTING THOSE THINGS WHICH ARE BEHIND, and reaching forth unto 
those things which are before…

My friend do yourself a huge favour and SOW FORGIVENESS into your life so 
that you can by pass the transgressions of others and as hard as it might be now 
to believe you can actually get to the point whereby you can FORGET THOSE 
THINGS WHICH ARE BEHIND.
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God DELIGHTS in MERCY | God is GRACIOUS and MERCIFUL

Micah 7:18
Who is a God like unto thee, that pardoneth iniquity, and passeth by the 
transgression of the remnant of his heritage? he retaineth not his anger for 
ever, because he delighteth in mercy.

Nehemiah 9:17

And refused to obey, neither were mindful of thy wonders that thou didst 
among them; but hardened their necks, and in their rebellion appointed a 
captain to return to their bondage: but thou art a God ready to pardon,
gracious and merciful, slow to anger, and of great kindness, and forsookest 
them not.

There is a recurring theme building here as we look into the love of God and his 
forgiveness. That theme is that it gives God great pleasure and joy to show us 
mercy. This is our aim as we continue to sow forgiveness into our lives.
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God is SLOW TO ANGER

Nehemiah 9:17

And refused to obey, neither were mindful of thy wonders that 
thou didst among them; but hardened their necks, and in their 
rebellion appointed a captain to return to their bondage: but 
thou art a God ready to pardon, gracious and merciful, slow to 
anger, and of great kindness, and forsookest them not.

He wants us to be like that as well:

James 1:19
Wherefore, my beloved brethren, let every man be swift to hear, slow to speak, 
slow to wrath: 

God FORSAKES NOT

Nehemiah 9:17

And refused to obey, neither were mindful of thy wonders that thou didst 
among them; but hardened their necks, and in their rebellion appointed a 
captain to return to their bondage: but thou art a God ready to pardon,
gracious and merciful, slow to anger, and of great kindness, and forsookest 
them not.

This is HUGE! If we can’t forgive then what are really doing is FORSAKING.

Don’t forsake the good things in life by dwelling upon hurt and pain. Don’t forsake 
the future funtimes and loving relationships by holding onto unforgiveness.

I love you with the love of the Lord. That means I will not forsake you.
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God so LOVED the world that he GAVE his only begotten Son

John 3:16
For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that 
whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.

Love GIVES. Forgiveness isn’t something someone has to earn from us. 
Forgiveness can only ever be an act of GRACE. It is a GIFT and it is the 
GREATEST gift we can offer any person.

God showed his love toward us WHILE we were yet  SINNERS

Romans 5:8
But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet 
sinners, Christ died for us.

The first thing God did in establishing a relationship with us was to forgive our 
sins. Relationships are worth saving – they can be saved with forgiveness.

Acts 13:38
Be it known unto you therefore, men and brethren, that through this man is 
preached unto you the forgiveness of sins:
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Jesus LOVED ME and GAVE HIMSELF FOR ME

Galations 2:20

I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: 
and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, 
who loved me, and gave himself for me.

Wow! Isn’t that awesome. 

Forgiveness involves LOVE and GIVING

How much do we love Jesus for how much he has loved us?

How wonderful does it feel that he actually gave himself for us?

God is RICH in MERCY and LOVE towards us

Ephesians 2:4
But God, who is rich in mercy, for his great love wherewith he loved us,

It is better to give then to receive. Let’s learn to forgive. 

Let’s truly be people who can say…

LOVE YOU WITH THE LOVE OF THE LORD

I strongly encourage you to meditate upon what has been covered so far. Read 
and re-read this report. Sing and re-sing the song – I love you with the love of the 
Lord.

Remember – we REAP what we SOW. 

DAILY sow FORGIVENESS.

DAILY pray about FORGIVENESS.

Have faith and patience. God WILL give you the INCREASE.

You will REAP forgiveness.
