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A split second can change your entire life.

Life is full of moments where split seconds can change the direction 
of your life. Even down to the little things… For example in sporting 
terms there is always a split second decision that can change the 
fortunes of a game and to be a bit morbid even death is a split 
second thing as well – isn’t it?

One second you’re breathing and the next your not – a split second. 
So our whole life including to the time of our death is full of split 
second events.

I want to discuss in this book in particular 
the subject of healing with the thought 
that all it takes is a split second to change 
everything.

In my church we have a wonderful salvation message where we are 
absolutely 100% confident in what we preach and we see God 
confirming his work by witnessing Him filling people with his Holy 
Spirit and we see it over and over and over again. 

We have 100% confidence that if we start praying with someone who 
is seeking for the Holy Ghost that they are going to start speaking in 
tongues.

If it doesn’t happen in our first prayer session we know it is still going 
to happen! We pray with them again the next day and the next day or 
the next week and we keep praying and we keep expecting because 
we know with absolute certainty that it will happen. We have 100% no 
doubt.
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For those of us who have been fortunate 
enough to pray with people who are 
seeking for the infilling of Gods Holy 
Spirit we have witnessed them praying 
and saying Hallelujah, Hallelujah and to 
us it seems like they could be a 
thousand miles away from anything 
happening then in just one split 
second – they start speaking in tongues.

Their life has been changed in just one split second. That’s all it 
takes. Sure they may have been seeking for longer then that – Some 
receive the Holy Spirit even before they are baptised, some in the 
baptismal tank, some in the prayer room after baptism, some that 
night, others the next day, others the next week, some the next 
month, some 6 months or more down the track. 

But we know 100% of the time it always happens and that when it 
comes down to it the change takes place in just this one split 
second of time.

In just one split second they have gone from not having the Holy
Ghost to having it. In just one split second their life has been 
completely changed. God has come into their life. The Father and the 
Son have come and entered in and have made their abode with that 
person. One instant in time a 100% turn around. Gone from not 
knowing to knowing God.

I want to put it to you in this book that it is the same with healing. 

You won’t be able to read anywhere in the scriptures why faithful 
Christians can’t be healed. It’s not in there!
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This is not to put you under condemnation if you are seeking healing 
because there have been plenty of instances in my life where I 
haven’t been healed. So it’s not to put anyone down here but the 
rather to stir you up and to realise that if you have a need whether it 
be for healing or whatever else you could be just one split second 
away from having that total blessing from the Lord. 

One split second!

And I put it to you that when we are seeking for the Holy Spirit with no 
doubt having 100% confidence that it is going to happen we pray and 
we pray and we pray and we pray with that person until they are filled 
with the Holy Ghost and fire and start speaking in tongues.

Sometimes with healing we don’t go that far. Sometimes we pray and 
we pray............. then we pray............  and we pray….  And then one 
day we might pray again until we just peter out.

There should be no difference. It is the same promise in the 
scriptures about healing and we should pray and we should pray and 
we should be looking and expecting and waiting for that split second 
in time to take place and Hallelujah – God has made the difference.

Prayer for healing should have the same faith… the 
same expectation… the same 100% confidence as 
praying for someone to receive the Holy Spirit.

We should be a Church of faith.  This is to stir us up. While we read 
and hear as an individual I want to address the collective. 

Because if the whole collective is stirred up and the whole collective 
is full of faith then people will walk through your Church doors and 
they will feel it. 
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When people walk through the door of our Church it should be full of 
people expecting things to happen… And when a Church is full of 
people expecting things to happen then… things actually happen!

I read a scripture the other night and perhaps it’s a challenge for us.  
Basically it states that the Lord came to his own country and it says 
he could not do many miracles there except to heal a few sick folk. 

Now I don’t know about you but I look around and nowhere in 
Christianity do I see anything better these days. I think it is important 
to critically examine ourselves and our own Church (it’s very easy to 
point the finger at others and measure ourselves against them). 

But rather point the finger towards ourselves and our own backyard 
and what’s happening in our Church? 

A few sick folk are being healed. 

We are just like the place Jesus came 
from – his home country. We know him 
and we know who he is. We should be 
seeing mighty miracles in our midst – it 
should be just happening – it should be 
just taking place.

Let’s face up to facts it is very hard in Western society to remain 
100% focused on the Lord. It really is… It is so easy to be distracted 
or to be half hearted or whatever. I’m not talking about some super 
faith thing or something you have to conjure up – I’m talking about a 
lifetime commitment.
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I look at faith like someone who is faithful in 
marriage. If you are faithful in marriage it 
means you never played up the entire time 
you were married. You were a faithful 
husband or a faithful wife. You did not depart 
one from another. That’s what it means to be 
faithful in the Lord. We stick by the Lord – it is 
a long-term commitment.

It is not conjuring up this flash in the pan faith that is non-lasting. 

Sometimes we can hear the word and our faith grows from hearing 
the word and we can have the faith to do something but it is a lifetime 
commitment. We should be faithful 100% of the time not hot one day 
and cold the next.

So when it comes to healing the promises are there and they are 
Yeah and Amen.

I know there were circumstances in scripture where guys were nigh 
unto death before they were healed and all of the disciples and all of 
the people that have gone before us have died at some stage. All 
these things take place but don’t make excuses for not being 
healed. Don’t use phrases like – You know it’s the cross I’ve got to 
bear or something like that. 

It’s not in there. It’s not scriptural. If you haven’t been healed it just 
means your split second hasn’t come yet. I really want you to take 
hold of this and be stirred up in the faith that all it takes is one split 
second of time – and whammo – your life is changed.

Exactly the same as the day you were filled with the Holy Ghost and 
fire and started to speak in tongues. One split second – one moment 
in time – you’re in the Kingdom of God. You have eternally life. One 
split second is all it took for it to happen.
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The first thing I want to look at is being 
persistent. This concept that I spoke 
about earlier of praying and praying and 
praying until it happens. I also want to 
point out that you should be careful not to 
get dismayed or disappointed in the 
meantime. 

Always be looking for it to happen but don’t be disappointed when it 
hasn’t because you know that hey – I’m still only a split second 
away.

Let’s have a look at Matthew 15:22-28

And, behold, a woman of Canaan came out of the same coasts, and 
cried unto him, saying, Have mercy on me, O Lord, thou Son of 
David; my daughter is grievously vexed with a devil. 

But he answered her not a word. And his disciples came and 
besought him, saying, Send her away; for she crieth after us.

You could imagine this couldn’t you? Here is this woman, she’s 
following him, she knew who Jesus was, and she called him O Lord 
Son of David. She knew who this guy was and she knows that he is 
the answer. 

He has the solutions to her problems and she is crying after him 
and he doesn’t answer a word.

Sometimes we might feel like that when our prayers haven’t been 
answered – he hasn’t answered a word. Have a look at the attitude of 
this woman here and the disciples. 
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She must have just kept coming. Lord, Lord and the disciples have 
finally had enough and said to the Lord please send her away she’s 
sending us batty – she just won’t stop. They couldn’t stand it any 
more – they asked the Lord to send her away.

But he answered and said, I am not sent but unto the lost sheep of 
the house of Israel. Then came she and worshipped him, saying, 
Lord, help me.

This is amazing. I haven’t come to you people. You have nothing to 
do with it. But it didn’t turn her off – she kept coming. 

This is the whole point of this story – she kept coming! 

Because she knew that Jesus Christ was the answer and the only 
answer. Nothing was going to put her off – she kept coming.

But he answered and said, It is not 
meet to take the children's bread, and 
to cast it to dogs. 

Whoa! That would slow you in your 
tracks wouldn’t it? If someone called 
you are dog.

But look what happened….

And she said, Truth, Lord: yet the dogs eat of the crumbs which fall 
from their masters' table. 
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What an amazing statement. She has just been called a dog and 
says TRUTH, Lord. YET THE DOGS EAT THE CRUMBS WHICH 
FALL FROM THE MASTERS’ TABLE!!!

Then Jesus answered and said unto her, O woman, great is thy faith:
be it unto thee even as thou wilt. And her daughter was made whole 
from that very hour.

Healing! A split second in time...

When she first came it wasn’t given. When she first came the Lord 
didn’t even bother answering her. This is a lesson in persistence and 
in humility.  

How humble was this woman? 

How determined and how persistent was she?

The Lord didn’t answer and then he turns around and says I am sent 
to the lost tribes of Israel and that didn’t turn her off. 

Then he says it is not meat to cast the 
children’s bread to dogs. 

Now if that didn’t get your neck in a 
knot. If that didn’t cause you to storm 
off in a tiff... saying who does he think 
he his to say that to me. Nothing would.

But she didn’t.
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She kept coming. Humility. Yes, humility is such a key to receiving 
blessings in our walk in the Lord. But the point here is that this 
woman knew it and that is why the Lord said great is thy faith. She 
knew that the crumbs… the crumbs… were enough to heal her child.

Folks we are feasting at the Lord’s Table. We have access to the 
bread. Stir up your faith today because if the crumbs are enough to 
heal and do mighty things then how much more the bread which we 
get access too?

We should be absolutely over the moon – rejoicing in where we are. 
In all humility – we should be like this woman. Keep coming, keep 
coming, and keep coming. Why? Because we know that Jesus is the 
only answer we’ve got. He is the one who will provide the solutions to 
our problems.

And it doesn’t matter what others are saying around about us. It 
doesn’t matter what negativity comes in. It doesn’t matter if people tell 
us to go away. 

This is what the disciples did - send her away they said. 

NO – Jesus is my answer – I’m not going anywhere. 

I’m going to him... I’m following him... I’m going to get to him and I’m 
going to persist. When Jesus saw her faith – he gave her what she 
wanted – her child was healed – just from the crumbs from the table.
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You and I have come to the Church of the 
living God. How much more should we be 
expecting a miracle? We even sing a chorus 
called – Expect a miracle every day!

Well it’s just not a chorus. It’s just not 
something we sing, it is an attitude and the 
way we should be. 

We should be expecting things to happen.

Deuteronomy 28:1-2

And it shall come to pass, if thou shalt hearken diligently unto the 
voice of the LORD thy God, to observe and to do all his
commandments which I command thee this day, that the LORD thy 
God will set thee on high above all nations of the earth: 
And all these blessings shall come on thee, and overtake thee, if thou 
shalt hearken unto the voice of the LORD thy God.

The Lord is telling them just keep heading toward the Promised Land. 
Keep going and the blessings will catch up to you and overtake you. 

Keep going, be persistent, and keep praying. Your prayer life must 
be consistent and persistent. Persistence and persistence and 
persistence and asking and asking and asking, expecting, expecting, 
expecting. 

When’s that split second? 
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It is way different when you are expecting it in one split second 
compare to having an attitude of – Oh well, it will happen one day.

One day never comes. It is like putting something off by saying one 
day. Be different and expect it now. Look for it and if it hasn’t 
happened get on with it - get on with life – still keep asking – still 
keep persisting – but keep walking towards the Promised Land.

Stay focused on your goal. Your goal is to 
meet the Lord in the air. That’s our main 
goal. With goal setting you the break down 
your goal into small achievable steps. What 
things do we have to do on a daily basis to 
achieve our goal? 

It’s not rocket science is it? Pray, read the word, fellowship – basically 
stuff we have heard all our lives in the Lord. But that’s the simple stuff 
that will see us attain our goal.

And the above scripture is telling us – Get on with it! Don’t take your 
eyes of the goal of meeting the Lord in the air. Sometimes we want 
this healing or blessing or miracle or financial assistance or whatever 
it might be and instead of following the Lord we are off all over the 
place looking for the blessing. 

Instead of continuing to walk towards the Promised Land they start to 
go over there looking for the blessing or over there. People leave the 
Lord or get sidetracked because they are too busy chasing the 
blessing instead of the Blessor.

The Lord has told us stop going all over the place keep coming 
towards me. Keep heading towards the Promised Land. Seek ye first 
the kingdom of God and all these things shall be added unto you.
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The blessings will catch you and overtake you. Stay focused on the 
main game. Stay focused on the big picture. Our main goal is to meet 
the Lord in the air. You can still be persistent. You can still keep 
asking along the way. But you never vary from that straight track.

2 Corinthians 5:7
(For we walk by faith, not by sight:)

A lot of the time our sight gets in the way. We see things, we get 
fearful, and we get distracted. We walk by faith and not by sight. 

In 2 Kings chapter 6 we read when they were surrounded by these 
armies and the servant said Lord how shall we do? And Elisha 
prayed that his eyes may be opened and see the armies of the living 
God all around them. His eyes were opened. 

So we don’t walk by sight. We 
walk by faith. Do we believe we 
have the Lords protection? Do we 
believe God is with us? 

Don’t walk by the things we see. 

I’m crook, I’m broke, I’m ugly –
Whatever it might be – a split 
second away from beauty. You 
are that split second away. Don’t 
let the sight put you off. 

Perhaps it’s the pain… the sorrow… the agony… don’t let it distract 
you from the big picture. Hang onto the power of God; hang out for 
that split second when your life can be changed for the better.
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Let’s have a look at Daniel in the lions den. 

Daniel Chapter 6:16-22

Then the king commanded, and they brought Daniel, and cast him 
into the den of lions. Now the king spake and said unto Daniel, Thy 
God whom thou servest continually, he will deliver thee.

This King had faith in Daniel’s 
God. Daniel’s testimony had 
reached this King. But on the 
other hand it is easy to have the 
faith and the confidence that 
God will do it for someone else. 
Hey – I’m not going into the 
lion’s den but I’m fairly confident 
the Lord will deliver you. 

We can be like that in the Lord. 
I’ve got all the faith in the world 
that you can witness to 4000 
people and you can do this and 
you can do that… you… you… 
you! 

But get personal and believe it 
for yourself and not for 
someone else only. 

And a stone was brought, and laid upon the mouth of the den; and 
the king sealed it with his own signet, and with the signet of his lords; 
that the purpose might not be changed concerning Daniel

Then the king went to his palace, and passed the night fasting: 
neither were instruments of musick brought before him: and his sleep 
went from him.
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Then the king arose very early in the morning, and went in haste unto 
the den of lions.

And when he came to the den, he cried with a lamentable voice unto 
Daniel: and the king spake and said to Daniel, O Daniel, servant of 
the living God, is thy God, whom thou servest continually, able to 
deliver thee from the lions?

Then said Daniel unto the king, O king, live for ever.

My God hath sent his angel, and hath shut the lions' mouths, that 
they have not hurt me: forasmuch as before him innocency was found 
in me; and also before thee, O king, have I done no hurt.

That is an amazing story. In just a few verses of scripture almost 
mentioned as an aside we see an amazing miracle. It amazes me 
sometimes how brief the scriptures are sometimes in explaining such 
might miracles in just a few verses without even dwelling upon it.

Now put yourself in this position. You’re 
Daniel and you have been doing the right 
thing by the Lord. You have not listened to 
all these King’s decrees and the slight of 
men. You have kept praying, you’ve kept 
serving the Lord and now you’re in trouble 
for it...

So much so that because you were caught 
praying you are now going to be thrown into 
a den of lions. 
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Reading about it in a book hardly does it justice. 

Those lions are big critters aren’t they? Have you ever seen one up 
close? At the zoo is about the closest we get isn’t it? I just saw one 
and when it roared it was like... boy howdy how scary is that. And the 
size of it – it was huge!

On TV they just look like little pussycats but in real life they are 
enormous. Daniel just wasn’t in with one lion he was in with a den of 
lions. I don’t know how many that is but it would have been a lot and 
he is thrown in amongst all these lions.

Something else strikes me here about this as well and that is that it 
was just before nightfall. I don’t know about you but you might have 
all of the faith in the world but it would still be frightening. 

Then after you are chucked in you realise that hang on – they’re not 
coming for me. Okay that’s all right but you’d still be hard pressed up 
against the wall wouldn’t you but in your panic you realise so far this 
okay they’re not coming for me.

Then something terrible happens.

Nightfall… Hey think about it. No electricity back then. Pitch black!!

You’d be going where are they? 

You can’t see them but you know they’re there. You would have eyes 
on you the size of dinner plates wouldn’t you?

You’d be straining to see where they are 
and wondering what’s going on. Are they 
coming to eat me? All your senses would 
be heightened. You would hear them 
walking around. You would hear them 
growling maybe. They’re stomachs might 
have been gurgling – scary stuff!!
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Think bout being in that position. You are not just chucked in and 
then the stone is rolled away the next day. You’re in with these lions 
at nighttime. It is pitch black – where are they?

It says the Angel of the Lord came and delivered him.

The Angel may have been there and Daniel might well have had a 
good time but maybe he just knew the Angel was there and delivered 
him. Like sometimes we just know we’ve been delivered. Maybe he 
didn’t get to see anything and he just knew that is what happened. 

I put it to you that if you are going through something then you are in 
the lions den at the moment. You’re in this place – fear – what’s 
happening? 

What’s going on? 

What’s happening next? 

If you are going through something then you could be just a split 
second away from the stone being rolled away. Deliverance!

If you are going through something now how close are you from that 
stone being rolled away?

Daylight comes and the stone is rolled away and you’re free.

Victory! 

Sadly a lot of people walk away from the Lord before the stone is 
rolled away. They walk away just before daybreak. 

And I put it to you that if you knew the exact hour of your deliverance 
– If you knew when they split second were going to come – you 
would be enjoying the moment.
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You would be enjoying the process... you would be enjoying the 
journey; you would be enjoying the ride. You wouldn’t be clinging to 
the wall fearful of what is happening next you’d be out there playing 
with them. 

Here kitty, kitty, kitty – hey we’re 
having a ball, we’re having fun 
because you would know – you 
would know – that God is delivery 
me, I am being set free, this is a 
miracle that is taking place!

Instead of being fearful. 

If you were fearful and scared it would be the longest night of your 
life. But if you knew that hey -- I’m free and that God is protecting me 
through this it would turn around into being the quickest night of your 
life.

Look at the things I can do with these lions and they won’t hurt me. 
These lions were savage because they threw the people in that were 
trying to set up Daniel and they ate them.

So it was a real big miracle of the Lord. 

So the thing is if we are going through something now no matter what 
it might be and I’m thinking specifically about healing your one split 
second, your stone being rolled away could arrive at any moment.

Have that confident expectation that Daniel had. The Lord will deliver 
me. The stone will be rolled away. God will protect me. Enjoy your 
walk in the Lord is what I’m trying to say. Keep your eyes on the main 
prize. No matter what happens, no matter what is going on don’t let it 
ruin the fact that you can be happy during the process.
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We don’t have to live a miserable life. A Christian’s life should be full 
of joy and happiness. Things are going to continue to go on around 
us, things are going to continue to happen but by maintaining our 
walk and our standard in the Lord there is something stable in our life 
that others can see and know where we are at. 

By being consistent and steadfast ourselves we are like a lighthouse 
giving clear directions to others around about us. They know they can 
come to us for answers. It is up to us to be people of faith.

Mark Chapter 2:1-5

And again he entered into Capernaum after some days; and it was 
noised that he was in the house. 

And straightway many were gathered together, insomuch that there 
was no room to receive them, no, not so much as about the door: and 
he preached the word unto them. 

And they come unto him, bringing one sick of the palsy, which was 
borne of four. 

And when they could not come nigh unto him for the press, they 
uncovered the roof where he was: and when they had broken it up, 
they let down the bed wherein the sick of the palsy lay. 

When Jesus saw their faith, he said unto the sick of the palsy, Son, 
thy sins be forgiven thee.

What a moment!

Again it is the same as the story we read earlier about persistence. 
They knew these guys that they had to get to Jesus.

He was the one with the answers. He was the one with the healing. 
He was the one who could provide the solution and they had to get to 
him.
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And this little story also shows us 
the importance of friends. The 
importance of our brothers and 
sisters in the Lord. If you are 
going through something tell your 
brothers and sisters so that they 
know and that they can help. 
We’re not mind readers – let us 
know.

And this is the importance of 
friends or the Church. A place full 
of faith and where we can expect 
things to happen. 

His friends carried him to Jesus.

I don’t know about you but when you’re crook you don’t feel like doing 
much. When you’re crook you don’t feel like praying for a long time. 

You can’t you’re crook. 

You don’t feel like doing anything but your friends can help you.

Your friends can help you. Your friends can come. Your friends can 
bring you before the Lord. 

Look at the faith of these guys!

There was a crowd.

How many things crowd out the Lord from our life? 

How many things get in the way? 

How many things do we allow to block our path to Jesus?

No... they didn’t care about the crowd. They wanted to get to the Lord 
so much that they ripped the roof off to get to him and they lowered 
their friend down.

Jesus saw their faith and said man your sins are forgiven.

What would happen these days in our nice fancy Churches?

We’re here and we are having a nice meeting and we’re packed out 
and someone starts ripping the roof off. We’d go – What do you think 
you’re doing mate?

Where are the police? How dare they wreck our nice building? 

That’s what would happen wouldn’t it?

Not these guys – they ripped the roof off!!
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They knew where the answers were. They knew - - we’ve got to get 
to Jesus no matter what. So much so they ripped the roof off. So 
friends, having faithful friends can help in our walk with the Lord.

And we need to be those faithful friends for our brothers and 
sisters. There is faith all round here. There’s faith in the guys who 
ripped off the roof and there’s faith in the guy being lowered down by 
his friends. I hope they don’t drop me! He had faith in his friends –
didn’t he?

You see:  Trust… friendship… togetherness… brothers and sisters… 
faith in the Lord… here’s the answer… got to get to him. It all ties in. 
He was healed. Actually he was more then healed his sins were 
forgiven. Powerful stuff.

Matthew Chapter 8:5-13

And when Jesus was entered into Capernaum, there came unto him 
a centurion, beseeching him,  And saying, Lord, my servant lieth at 
home sick of the palsy, grievously tormented.

What a nice guy this fellow is. He knows where the answer is also. 
He knows he has to get to Jesus and he is doing it on behalf of his 
servant.

And Jesus saith unto him, I will come and heal him. The centurion 
answered and said, Lord, I am not worthy that thou shouldest come 
under my roof: but speak the word only, and my servant shall be 
healed. 

For I am a man under authority, having soldiers under me: and I say 
to this man, Go, and he goeth; and to another, Come, and he cometh; 
and to my servant, Do this, and he doeth it. 

When Jesus heard it, he marvelled, and said to them that followed, 
Verily I say unto you, I have not found so great faith, no, not in Israel.
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This guy had demonstrated more faith then the people who should 
know better. The people who should have the faith – this guy blew 
them away in comparison.

And I say unto you, That many shall come from the east and west, 
and shall sit down with Abraham, and Isaac, and Jacob, in the 
kingdom of heaven. 

But the children of the kingdom shall be cast out into outer darkness: 
there shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth. 

And Jesus said unto the centurion, Go thy way; and as thou hast 
believed, so be it done unto thee. And his servant was healed in the 
selfsame hour.

Now a little point I just what to bring in here is the power of the word 
of God.

In Psalms 107:20 – It actually says: He sent his word and healed 
them.

We read elsewhere that we are made clean through the word of God.

It is the word of God that makes the difference in our lives. The word 
of God – not mans philosophies – Not our own ideas – But the word 
of God.

We minister the word of God to people and things happen. Signs 
follow the word of God. Jesus was the word made flesh. The word is 
our sword. It is our most potent weapon. We need to be persistent in 
prayer. But we also need to be people who are living and 
demonstrating and trusting in the word of God.

If someone’s sick you go and give them medicine – you go and put 
ointment on them. Our ointment is the word of God. It is the word of 
God that will make whole. 
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We started in one split second in time let’s finish in one split second 
of time…

1 Corinthians 15:51-58

Behold, I shew you a mystery; We shall not all sleep, but we shall all 
be changed, 

In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the 
trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and 
we shall be changed.

Eternal life folks!

The beginning of eternity starts in a split second. 

The twinkling of an eye!

As we started our walk in the Lord being filled graciously by God with 
his Holy Ghost and fire in just a split second of time so will it take 
just a split second for us to begin eternity with the Lord.
